Stritch Student Process
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At Loyola:

Wash needlestick or sharp
injuries with soap and
water; flush splashes ot
the nose, mouth, or skin
with water; irrigate eyes
with clean water, saline, or
eyewash station (remove
contact lenses if worn).
Perform applicable steps
for 10-15 minutes each.

At Another Site:

Immediately wash

exposed site. Notify
supervisor to source
test patient.

Notify your supervisor and
record the source patient's
name, unit, and date of
birth.

Report to site's
occupational health
location or designated
Emergency
Department. Provide
your insurance
information.

Obtain medical evaluation
as soon as possible.
During business hours, call
EHS at 708-216-1170; you
may be instructed to
report to EHS. After hours
and on weekends, contact
the nursing supervisor,
who may direct you to the
emergency department.

Testing results
determine tx protocol.
(Prophylaxis could be
started within 2-24
hours.)

Within 72 hours, report
incident via a secure
voicemail to the Wellness
Center at 773-508-8883.
Give name, date of birth,
phone number, and name
of person who was the
source of exposure.
